information will be
issued in advance along
with copies of the IGN
1:50,000 maps giving
you plenty of time to
plot and mark your
map in the style that
you prefer. Some route
information will be
given in the form of
marked copies of the
same maps allowing
you, if you wish to
copy the route onto
the maps previously
provided.

Our Rally HQ for
the weekend will be
the centrally located
Novotel, parking has
been arranged for yo
just around the corne
and the bars of the
Grote Markt are just a
short stroll away.

We are delighted
to once again be
working with the local
organisers in Belgium
and also for 2011
those from just across
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the border in France.
In 2011 we have the
added prestige of the
event being included
as a round of the FIA
Trophy for Regularity
Rallies. Many of you
will be doing other
events such as the
Classic Marathon and
Winter Challenge that
are also a round of
this Championship. We
would therefore urge
you to register before
the start of the season
as points cannot be
claimed retrospectively.
On the Poppy Entry
form you will be able
to indicate whether
you wish to register
for the Championship,
this is recommended
for competitors who
are also considering
entering either the
Classic Marathon or
Winter Challenge.
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Can I bring my...

Cars must be of a model type that was first
produced prior to the end of 1981. All cars
will be eligible for overall awards. The cars
will be spilt into classes, based on age and
cc. There will no differentiation between
sports and saloon cars.

The Classic Rally Association will
continue to favour older cars and the route
chosen has been planned around cars from
the 1960’s but both older and newer cars
would feel equally at home. The scoring on
the test sections is class based so you will
be scoring against other similar aged cars.

The event is aimed at crews who have
previously rallied, perhaps either on a
longer CRA event or looking to step up
from a single day event, we would not
sugdest it is a beginners event, if you are
looking for a beginners event our Classic
Cup — Lochs and Glens would probably be
more suitable BUT if you feel you want a
challenge please give it a try and we will
do our best to help you, you'll find many
competitors willing to offer a word of
assistance and organisers will be around to
advise on Friday night prior to the start.




Where do I send the entry iorm

To the Rally Office with as many details completed
as possible. If you are not sure about your car

or co-driver this can be amended later. If you

are looking for a co-driver (or driver) please let

us know at the Rally Office as we are often able

to pair you up with somebody. Once accepted

you will receive regular mailings from the Rally
Office, keeping you up to date with the event. The
website — www.ClassicRally.org.uk has a section
for the Poppy Rally and this will have all the latest
information but you can always call the team at
the Rally Office for a chat.

Who organises all this

The Poppy Rally is a joint venture between the
Classic Rally Association and the local motor club
in Ypres. George Mullins, who many of you will
know from other CRA events will once again be
Clerk of the Course and route master. He has
worked with local club members to plan a route

and test venues up to the standards set on previous
Classic Rally Association events. Administrative
duties will be handled by Jeremy Dickson, now

in his 28th continuous year of organising historic
rallies having been the founder of the Coronation
Rally back in 1983. It’s great that competitors
who entered those early pioneering events are still
taking part in CRA events.

Lee Vincent will be making sure all the marshals
are in the right place and that the clocks are
showing the right time, Chris Bruce will as usual
provide his excellent results service and website
updates.

The entry fee includes all route information, local
1:50,000 maps, rally plates for the front and rear
of the car, the assistance of at least two mechanical
assistance crews on the event, three nights hotel
accommodation from Friday through to Sunday
night, (based on two people sharing a twin room,
single rooms are available at additional cost), lunch
and evening meals on Saturday and Sunday.
